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1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative 
battery cable.
NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable 
erases pre-programmed electronic memories. 
Write down all memory settings before 
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some 
radios will require an anti-theft code to be 
entered after the battery is reconnected. The 
anti-theft code is typically supplied with your 
owner’s manual.

2. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical 
connection.

3. Disconnect the crank case vent line from the 
intake plenum.

4. Loosen the two hose clamps that secure 
the intake tube to the throttle body and air filter 
housing. Remove the intake tube from the vehicle.

5. Remove the two retaining clips and then remove 
the fresh air duct from the vehicle.

6. Remove the one nut and two bolts that secure 
the air filter housing and then remove the housing 
from the vehicle.

7. Cut the provided edge trim into three sections as 
shown.

8. Install the edge trim onto the heat shield as 
shown.

9. Install the tube mounting bracket (064336) 
onto the heat shield and secure with the provided 
hardware.

10. Remove the mass air sensor from the factory 
air filter housing.

11. Install the mass air sensor into the K&N® intake 
tube and secure with the hardware provided.

12. Install the K&N® intake tube assembly into the 
heat shield and secure with the provided hardware 
as shown but do not completely tighten at this time.

13. Install the K&N® air filter onto the intake tube 
and secure with the provided hose clamp.

14. Install the two provided rubber mounted studs 
onto the frame rail where shown.

15. Remove the bolt that secures the electrical 
junction block to the inner fender. 
NOTE: This bolt will be reused in a later step.

16. Plug in the mass air sensor electrical 
connection and then install the heat shield/tube 
assembly onto the rubber mounted studs and align 
with the electrical junction block. Secure the heat 
shield with the provided hardware and the factory 
bolt removed in step #15.

17. Install the provided hump coupler hoses onto 
the throttle body and the K&N® intake tube as 
shown and secure with the provided hose clamps.

18. Install the provided 90º vent fitting into the 
K&N® intake tube as shown.
NOTE: Plastic NPT fittings are easy to cross 
thread. Install the vent fitting “hand” tight, then 
turn it two complete turns with a wrench.

19. Install the K&N® intake tube into the hump 
couplers, adjust both tubes for best fit and then 
secure the hose clamps and the tube mount to the 
heat shield.

20. Install the provided union fitting into the 
provided crank case vent hose as shown.

21. Install the K&N® crank case vent hose onto 
the fitting installed into the intake tube and then 
connect the union to the factory crank case vent 
hose.

23. It will be necessary for all K&N® high flow intake 
systems to be checked periodically for realignment, 
clearance and tightening of all connections.
